Activity 19: Price-Related Information from Offerors

Determine if a certified cost 
or pricing data exception 
applies to the contracting 

situation.

Determine if cost or pricing 
data are needed to 

determine reasonableness.

Determine if data other than

Determine if estimated 
contract value is over the 
certified cost or pricing 

threshold.

Request offeror submission 
of cost or pricing data.

Determine if the acquisition 
exceeds the simplified 

acquisition threshold (SAT).

Seek approval from the head 
of the contracting activity 

(HCA) for a justification for 
certified cost or pricing data.

Determine the “as of” date

Obtain from offeror 
(including proposed 

subcontractor, if 
appropriate), a properly 
executed Certificate of 

Current Cost or Pricing Data.

Require submission of data 
other than certified cost or 

pricing data.

Rely on completion and/or 
information obtained from 

market research for contract 
pricing.
